HOMEWORK & BEHAVIOUR
Homework

Doing homework and doing it to the best of your ability is regarded as an important part of your learning experience. It is designed to encourage you to work independently and to learn how to manage and organise your time effectively. Homework is a vital part of academic progress and success. We expect you to take care and pride in completing homework and to ensure that it is done on time and handed in. 

There may on occasions be good reasons why you are unable to complete your homework. We expect you to bring in a note from your parents explaining the circumstances. This should be given to your teacher either before the lesson or immediately on your arrival in the classroom. If your homework is not done on time, or is clearly not a sufficient effort, you should expect the action, shown below, to be followed.

	· Lunch-time detention given (12.55 - 1.25 or 1.25 - 1.55)

	· Your parents informed by phone 

· Lunch-time detention given (12.55 - 1.25 or 1.25 - 1.55)

· Form tutor informed

	Fourth failure
	· Head of Department informed and in charge

· Interview with the Head of Department 

· Your parents informed by HOD by phone 

· Letter sent to your parents confirming phone contact

· Lunch-time detention given (12.55 - 1.25 or 1.25 - 1.55)
· Form tutor informed

	Fifth failure
	· Head of Department in discussion with Head of Year 

· Friday detention given (4.15 - 5.15)

· A second letter is sent to your parents

· You will be placed on report for about 2 weeks

	Subsequent failure
	· Head of Section in charge

· Your parents will be asked to come to the school




Classroom Behaviour & Work

A similar procedure, to that outlined above, will be followed.

However, in serious cases of misbehaviour, the procedures shown in step 3, or beyond, may be followed immediately. 

Normally, you can expect the sequence to apply over a period of about three months (e.g. a term), after which you will start afresh. 

We hope that the measures outlined above make it clearer and fairer for everyone and that you know what will happen if you fall short of meeting your obligations.
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
