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THE FIRST & SECOND YEARS
AT SGC (NC YEARS 7 & 8)

In these years Physics, along with Biology and Chemistry, is taught as part of a combined science course. The syllabus follows that of the National Curriculum Key Stage 3 Science. Teachers from all three science departments are involved in this course. Students are taught in tutor groups each consisting of about 20 students.
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THE THIRD YEAR
AT SGC (NC YEAR 9)

In their third year, all the students at St. George’s study the three separate sciences with subject specialists. Students are taught in tutor groups each consisting of about 20 students.
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THE FOURTH & FIFTH YEAR
AT SGC (NC YEARS 10 & 11)

During these two years all the student's at St. George’s will study all three sciences to IGCSE level following the specification of the EDEXCEL examination board. Students will be able to opt to study them as either part of Double Science which yields two IGCSE grades or as Separate Sciences each with their own IGCSE grade. In either case they are taught by subject specialists throughout both years. 



THE SIXTH FORM
AT SGC (NC YEARS 12 & 13)

At present there are 42 students studying Physics at AS level in the lower sixth and 27 studying at A2 level in the upper sixth. In each year groups  are taught by two specialist Physics teachers. 

We currently follow the AQA specification which in the lower sixth year consists of three AS modules. Unit 1 – Particles, Quantum Phenomena & Electricity, Unit 2 – Mechanics, Materials & Waves and Unit 3 –  Coursework based in the laboratories. 
All of the AS module papers are sat during the lower sixth year. During the upper sixth year students undertake three further modules sitting papers in January and June. 
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THE PHYSICS DEPARTMENT

The Physics Department consists of five full-time and one part-time specialist Physics teachers. There are three specialist Physics laboratories plus further shared General Science laboratories.
