Student guide to Physics IGCSE 

(and the Physics component of Double Science IGCSE)
You have chosen to study either for two IGCSEs (Double Science) 

or three separate IGCSEs (Biology, Chemistry & Physics), sometimes called ‘Triple Science’.
Course content
During the 4th & 5th year you will study the following topics: 
1. Forces & Motion

2. Electricity

3. Waves

4. Energy Resources & Energy Transfer

5. Solids, Liquids & Gases

6. Magnetism & Electromagnetism

7. Radioactivity & Particles
Note: You will probably not study these topics in the order shown above.
Extension work with IGCSE Physics

With most of the topics listed above students sitting the separate science Physics IGCSE will study extra (extension) material compared with students sitting Double Science.

Coursework / Controlled Assessments

There are no pieces of coursework or controlled assessments set during the 4th & 5th year in any of the science IGCSEs. The final IGCSE grade(s) are based entirely on the final examinations sat at the end of the 5th year. Practical skills (for example graph drawing) will be assessed in the final written examinations.
Internal Examinations

Students will sit internal examinations in May of the 4th year and January of the 5th year.

IGCSE Examinations
Physics IGCSE 
At the end of the 5th year you will sit two papers for IGCSE Physics:

Paper 1 – 2 hours – Testing all material common to Double and Separate Science Physics
Paper 2 – 1 hour – Testing all of the material covered by paper 1 plus the extension material only studied by IGCSE Physicists.
Double Science IGCSE

At the end of the 5th year you will sit one 2 hour paper in each of the sciences. 

The physics paper is the same one as the first paper sat by the IGCSE physicists.
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
